B. Master Plan Update
Chairman Vance reported that he attended a meeting with Vice Chairman Carol Waner last week to suggest and review proposed Master Plan changes. Chairman Vance also met with Rowe Engineering representative, to outline and measure the Existing Land Use Acreage. It was recommended that the recent city parcel acquisition of properties should be added to the Open Space/Vacant category. It was noted that the Public/Semi-Public, Parks/Recreation and Open Space/Vacant in total comprise 386.3 acres, or 54% of total acreage in the city.  Almost all of these properties produce no tax revenue. Eric Wiederhold will supply Planning Commissioners with an updated map reflecting the recent property acquisitions.

Staff Reports 
City Administrator Eric Wiederhold reported that the Asphalt projects were completed today. The City Commission held a Public Hearing - August 17, 2015 to hear NIP (Neighborhood Improvement Program) comments. The presentation went well and the initial discussions were well received knowing that there is no tax increase associated with this Neighborhood Improvement Authority.
Wiederhold also discussed different drain options for the park and that there was a water-pipe break on East Johnson Street during the asphalt paving project.

Commissioner Reports/Comments 
     Commissioner Bare reported that City Administrator, Eric Wiederhold did an    excellent job presenting the Neighborhood Improvement Program. The auditorium was full and Eric put to rest immediately any fear that this was a new tax; he reassured residents that the NIP is not a taxing authority. Bare also updated the Commissioners on the Trolley Line Trail progress and the potential for State grants if connectivity is made to the Iron Bell Trail. 
     Chairman Vance reported that the Amphitheater went well this year. Gary Langdon did a wonderful job facilitating the concerts and eliminating the agent’s fee. Additionally, Chairman Vance commended City Administrator Eric Wiederhold on the Neighborhood Improvement Program presentation.  Vance spoke of the Community Foundations grant money and potential community projects that would be eligible for consideration. The application deadline is coming near, he believes in September.
